GUIDELINES

Show Location: Lindsay Museum & Gallery, 165 N. Gale Hill Avenue, Lindsay, Ca.
Receiving: Entries will be accepted Friday and Saturday, April 3rd and 4th, from 12 p.m. to 4 p.m.

Division & Specific Media: Open (Adult & College Student) Media: Oils; Acrylics; Watercolors (including Chinese Brush, & Ink
Wash); Pastels (no Oil Pastels accepted); Graphics (all drawing media, including Pencil, Colored Pencil, Pastel & Pastel Pencil
drawings, Charcoal, Conté Crayon, Pen & Ink, Scratchboard, etc.); Mixed Media (includes any combination of painting or drawing media,
and Collage in any media); Digital Art (multi-layer computer generated images); Photography (single layer images from film or digital
sources); Sculpture (includes non-utilitarian pieces in Wood, Stone, Ceramics, Plastic, Welded, Cast, or Assembled Metal);
Pottery/Ceramics (includes utilitarian earthenware pieces); Gourd Art (includes the use of various media); and Weaving.

Awards: Ribbons only awards: 1st, 2nd, & 3rd Place in each medium (both divisions); Honorable Mentions (at Judge’s discretion). Best
of Show is selected from all 1st Place winners; Categories may be combined for purpose of awards in case of insufficient entries in
individual categories. Best of Show will be awarded $100 along with a ribbon.

Entry Fee: Limit three entries per artist: $7 first entry; $5 second, and $3 third (max. fee $15). Make checks payable to LAA (Lindsay
Art Association). Entry fees paid for works later rejected for any reason are not refundable.

Reception: Friday, April 17, 5 — 7 p.m. The Orange Blossom Queen, Court, and Lindsay’s 2026 Honored Couple will visit the
reception. Refreshments will be served.

Rules Of Exhibit: Entry open to all Tulare County adult artists and college students (Open Division). Limit of three entries total per
artist. Maximum size is 48” in length, width, or height, including frame.

Open Division: All work must be original work done solely by the artist; no class work or workshop projects accepted. No
versions of copyrighted work are allowed in any form. No prints of any kind allowed (except digital art & photography). All entries
must be properly and safely matted and/or framed (Gallery-wrap canvas okay) and done within the last three years. Entries must not
have been used in previous Lindsay Art Association Shows. Watercolors, Pastels, Graphics, and hanging Mixed Media works must
be under glass. “D” ring flat hangers and wire are preferred (screw-in eye-hooks are okay). No alligator clips, saw tooth hangers,
bull-dog hanging devices, or string accepted.

General: All 2-D artwork is intended for hanging. Wire ends must be taped or sleeved. Entries must be suitable for viewing by all age
groups. Decisions on acceptance, inclusion and display of submitted works, by Museum/Gallery staff and/or the Hanging Committee, are
final.

Sales: Those wanting to purchase artwork in the show will be directed to contact LAA personnel named below. For work sold, shipping or
delivery arrangements shall be between purchaser & artist at close of show. Payment will be made to LAA. A check for amount due
artist (purchase price less customary 20% donation) will be mailed to artist. Your payment of fees and/or signature at sign-in
signifies your agreement to these terms.

Pick-up of Entries: Friday, May 1st and Saturday May 2nd, 2 — 4 p.m. Entries not picked up May 2 may be subject to storage fee
of $1 per day. Make arrangements if work entered is picked up by someone other than the artist.
